About half of all Maine homes have a deck. or
plu_\‘gr()und or some other structure that 1s made
of wood treated with arsenic. This wood is
called “CTA pressure-treated wood™ or just
pressure-treated” wood. The wood was treated
with arsenic to protect against rot and inseets.

Too much arsenic can cause cancer. So it is
zood to prevent arsenic getting into your body
when you can, When vou touch wood treated
with arsenic. you can get arsenic on your hands.
